These numbers range from 1 to 9 plus the Master Numbers 11,
22, 33 and 44 which are not reduced to a single digit.

To find your Life Lesson number apply this simple calculation to
your birthdate. Example: Date of Birth 11.3.1975=1+1+3+1
+9+7+5=27=2+7=09.

LIFE LESSON ONE: Active and energetic

Ones are the leaders of the pack who are naturally enthusiastic
and keen in relationships. They are drawn to active and ambitious
people who are achievers. They like a partner who is confident,
enthusiastic and bold. Best pairings: Life lesson one, five, eight
or eleven.

LIFE LESSON TWO: Sensitive and nurturing

Twos are nurturing, caring and even over-sensitive at times. They
love to help and heal others. They likg romantic walks on the
beach, tender kisses, holding hands and cuddling. Best pairings:
Life lesson two, six or nine.

LIFE LESSON THREE: Fun-loving and talkative

Threes are born communicators who love interacting with people
and living life to the full. They like a partner who talks openly
and intelligently to them. Best pairings: Life lesson three, five,
seven or thirty-three.

LIFE LESSON FOUR: Strong and physical

Fours are organisers and planners who love order and system.

They respond to
strength and to someone with plans and goals. Best pairings: Life
lesson four, one, eight or forty-four.

LIFE LESSON FIVE: Hot and passionate

good times. Best pairings: Life lesson one, three, five or
eight.

LIFE LESSON SIX: Loving and devoted
